To Homeowner in area of Contract 1: 
 

The new watermain fronting your property has been approved for supplying water and 
connections are now permitted.  A Plumbing Permit is required and can be picked up at the 
Municipal Office in Zurich or at the Huron County Health Unit in Clinton.  

 
Please be advised that you are to visit the Municipal Office in Zurich to sign for and 

receive your water meter kit that includes a pressure reducing valve, water meter and outdoor 
transmitter.  Each homeowner is responsible for installing a water meter kit in their home in 
conjunction with connecting to the curb stop (shutoff valve) recently installed at your property 
line. Your water meter kit will be supplied at no cost, but the connection to the curb stop and the 
installation of the kit are at the expense of each homeowner.  A licensed plumber must be 
retained for the work, and the installation must be inspected by the Huron County Health Unit 
before the water can be turned on. 

 
Please contact the Municipal Office at 236-4351 for an inspection after the inspection is 

complete and the curb stop will be opened.  Once the curb stop is opened, we recommend you 
flush any cloudy water (which is normal) from your service running an inside tap for 5 minutes. 
 

The Municipality will be passing a bylaw next year making each homeowner responsible 
for connecting to the new water supply and installing their water meter kit.  You will be given 
approximately a year from the passing of the bylaw to complete the connection to the municipal 
supply. If a homeowner fails to meet this completion date, the Municipality will undertake the 
work at the homeowner’s expense, in accordance with the Municipal Act, and add the costs to 
the property taxes.   

 
If you intend to keep your private well in service for non-potable purposes only, the 

supply must be disconnected from the drinking water supply.  The Health Unit will inspect this 
disconnection.  This will help protect you from the liability of contaminating your drinking water 
and the municipal system. 

 
We apologize for any inconveniences the work may impose but the end result will be a 

safe, reliable supply of potable water meeting the requirements of the new provincial standards 
and capable of providing fire protection to your property.  If you have any questions, please 
contact Brent Kittmer, Utilities Superintendent at 236-4351, ext.

Thank you for your co-operation and we hope to see you at the Municipal Office soon. 
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Steps to get connected to the Bayfield watermain in Contract 1: 
 

i. Verify that you live in the Contract 1 area (see diagram on last page). 
 

ii.  Pick up a blank plumbing permit application from the Municipal office in Zurich and 
complete a Bluewater “Water Connection Permit”. At this time, you will be given a 
water meter to be installed along with the water line. 

 
iii.  Complete the plumbing permit application and take the completed application, the 

completed connection permit, and a cheque for the applicable costs to the Huron 
County Health Unit in Clinton to receive a plumbing permit. Installations can not 
begin until a plumbing permit has been received. 

 
iv. When the plumbing permit has been issued, you can install the water line to your 

house. The water line must be installed by a licensed plumber and must meet all the 
requirements of the Plumbing Code. The Health Unit will inspect the installation to 
ensure these requirements are met. 

 
v. Once the installation is complete, call the Health Unit (519-482-3416) for a plumbing 

inspection. When the inspector comes to perform the inspection, you need to be 
present and have a copy of the “Water Connection Permit” and approved plumbing 
permit on-site. For details regarding the plumbing inspection, please see the 
attached guide from the Health Unit on the next page. 

 
vi. After the inspection is complete, call the Municipality (519-236-4351) to have your 

water turned on. Proof of inspection is required before the water will be turned on.
